From The Course

 Well, March has been another unusually cold 

and rainy month.  In the first seven days of the month,

almost unheard of during this time of year.  To date, 

temperature lows have averaged below 50 degrees while 

the average highs have only reached 68 degrees. I am 

not one to make excuses, but the weather has not been 

conducive to growing and maintaining healthy grass.  

The combination of weather, rolling and mowing the 

greens for speed has stressed the greens.  As J.B. 

mentioned we are not alone. Innisbrook, a PGA Tour 

course with nearly unlimited resources, had to re -sod 

weak areas on their greens. 

 We are attacking the problem by: 1) raising the 

height of the greens, which in turn wi ll reduce the 

speed; 2) diminish our rolling of the greens; 3) punch the 

greens with very small tines that will create tiny holes

through this gentle aerification practice, we will allow 

the greens to take in more oxygen thereby making them 

healthier.  We feel as though these steps are essential in 

repairing our weak turf and we appreciate your 

understanding.  

 On Sunday, April 4 th, the first tee will be shut 

down at 2:30 so that we can apply a fertilizer called

grass.  This fertilizer must be soaked in with water 

necessitating the closure of the first tee at 2:30 p.m.
