The first quarter of 2011 has given us a jumpstart to
the year however, the summer months are consistently the
most challenging. Although we are anticipating an active
summer season with functions, reciprocals, big summer
cards and charity golf tournaments, we will look at every
facet of our business to measure efficiency without
negatively impa cting the operation.

Adam Hauck has done an outstanding job booking
outside banquets working closely with Chef Allen and the
Food & Beverage department to provide quality events for
our clientele. Outside fun ctions continue to drive revenue
to the club and we are seeing increased bookings for the
upcoming year. Great job Adam, Chef Allen and the entire
Food & Beverage team!

As Scotty will focus on in his article, the most
important function we will performt his summer is the
aerification of the greens which is scheduled for Monday
and Tuesday, May 2349 & 24t, Removing core organic
material from the greens and filling the holes with sand is
vital to the long -term health of the turf. Problem greens
such as #3 #8, & #13 will be double aerified to increase the
amount of oxygen in the aerification channels promoting a
healthy root structure. (See Picture) Immediately following
the aerification, we will top -dress the greens with sand
using enough sand to fill th e aerification holes to insure as
smooth a putting surface as possible.

In the coming days, each member will receive a
letter from Adam introducing the summer VIP membership
program. The letter will explain how existing members can
sponsor potential members to the club during the summer
months. After receiving the letter, please contact us with
any questions.

e On the first three Saturdays in May, we will be having
